Details of Section 5
The Erasmus+ Programme aims at promoting equity and inclusion by facilitating access to participants with fewer opportunities. 1) Economic Barriers

Required proof: Decision granting asylum or subsidiary protection: residence permit. Proof of identity: passport for an asylum seeker, a special passport for a foreigner, another identification document.

3) Disabilities or Health-related Barriers
This includes physical, mental, intellectual or sensory impairments which, in interaction with various barriers, may hinder someone’s full and effective participation in society on the same footing as others. Health problems: Barriers may result from health issues including severe illnesses, chronic diseases, or any other physical or mental health-related situation that prevents from participating in the programme.

Required proof: Family doctor's or specialist doctor confirmation on disability (in original, not older than 6 months) and if applicable copy of confirmation from the competent institution/state body from which the percentage of disability is visible.

Optional top-up category:

4) Students traveling to another country for the purpose of obtaining a visa
Students who face additional costs (e.g. travel and accommodation costs in another country) when obtaining visas for coming to Poland.
